What kind of training is offered?  Our first meeting is Friday, September 24 at 10:00 a.m. at the Holmes Public Library.  We will meet 6 more times on a Friday each month at 10:00.  We look at and discuss the art works.  Everyone receives background notes about the artist and his/her work along with suggestions for questions to ask the students.

What do you actually do in the classroom?  We look at 3 large, mounted fine art reproductions and talk about them.  It usually takes about half an hour, once a month.

Do you need to know about art or teaching?  Definitely not!  The children love this opportunity to observe, talk and question.  Often the person who knows nothing about art or art history has the most fun because they learn along with the students.

What do you talk about?  The art being shown, along with nature, historical events, geography, fashion, emotions and lots more.  We make discoveries together as we respond to the art work.  It is comparable to bringing in a pretty rock or leaf, examining it very closely and discussing what we see and what it reminds us of.
